Theory of Operation

Basepump is a siphon ejector

system that creates a vacuum source

using potable city water pressure as

it motive force. The Basepump is

comprised of a tee configuration

with three connection ports. A

suction port designated "A" is in

contact with ground water in the

sump pit. A discharge port

designated "B" which is located

outside the building and is an open

drain. The third port is "C" which is

connected to the potable water

supply. When the Basepump is not

operating the control valve is held in

the closed position, the suction pipe

"A" is empty, and discharge pipe

"B", being self draining, is also

empty.
